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Executive summary

This report was prepared by the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) as required by Minn. Stat.
§ 115.03, subd. 9 to biennially document community wastewater treatment upgrade and construction
projects, associated costs, project priority rankings, and residential sewer services charges. As required,
this report also discusses state water quality standards that are more stringent than federal law.

Statewide future infrastructure needs

Minnesota’s communities identified a need for 801 wastewater infrastructure projects at a cost of
$6.48 billion dollars. These projects are necessary to rehabilitate, expand, and improve wastewater
sewer systems and treatment facilities to meet current water quality standards and to extend sewer
systems to newly developed or existing areas that have wastewater improvement needs.

The data represented in this report do not include unknown costs to meet future permit limits needed
to protect human health and the environment. The MPCA is beginning to incorporate permit limits for
chloride and sulfate in wastewater permits. Permit limits for PFAS and nitrate are likely to be
incorporated within the next few years. These pollutants are difficult and costly to treat in wastewater
systems. As such, the wastewater infrastructure cost projections in this report likely underestimate the
need we anticipate seeing as regulation of these pollutants moves forward.

The distribution of costs by type of project can be found in Chart 1.

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WINS data summary

Some observations in the data submitted in 2023 include:

e Total projected statewide 20-year future infrastructure need increased by 22% from 2021 to
2023.

e The funding need for wastewater treatment infrastructure work ($3,675.61 million) is
significantly higher than the funding need for sewer system rehabilitation and upgrade
(52,809.28 million).

e Reported need for secondary treatment projects increased by 77% from the 2021 WINS.

¢ Small communities more frequently struggle with affordability of infrastructure improvements.

e Aging sewer and wastewater treatment infrastructure continues to be a significant issue. A high
percentage of sewer and wastewater treatment systems are near the limit of their expected
useful life.

e Of the 583 communities that responded, 247 (42%) reported that they have an Asset
Management Plan.

e Of the 583 communities that responded 9% reported that they had used climate projections to
identify and plan for future hazards, including more extreme weather events. This was up from
6% in 2021. Of the communities that responded that they had not or did not know if they had
used climate projections to identify and plan for future hazards, 28% said they were interested
in doing so. This was up from 15% in 2021.

Introduction

The purpose and scope of this report

In accordance with Minn. Stat. § 115.03, subd.9 the MPCA has prepared this report on:

e Future infrastructure needs and capital costs of rehabilitating, improving, and expanding
publicly owned wastewater treatment and sewer systems estimated over the next 20 years.

e The affordability of wastewater infrastructure needs and residential costs.

Minnesota’s publicly owned wastewater treatment systems are operated according to National
Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)/State Disposal System (SDS) permits issued by the
MPCA. The ownership and operation of publicly owned wastewater treatment and sewer systems is the
work of approximately 800 Minnesota cities and sanitary districts. Of the latter, Metropolitan Council
Environmental Services (MCES) and Western Lake Superior Sanitary District (WLSSD) are the largest in
the extent of services provided.

The information included in this report includes data from Minnesota cities and sanitary districts that
own or operate wastewater treatment and collection systems that are covered by an NPDES/SDS Permit
and that responded to the MPCA’s 2023 WINS.

Electronic survey format

WINS was conducted electronically using Snap Survey for a fourth survey cycle. The electronic format of
the survey significantly reduces cost and staff time needed to print, mail, and manually manage data and
results in better data quality and larger number of responses.

It should be noted that observed trends could be impacted by the understanding and comfort level of
communities completing the electronic survey rather than actual changes in “needs.” We will continue
to monitor these trends to gain better understanding in what they mean.

Data sources

The data in this report have been acquired from sources including:

The 2023 Wastewater Infrastructure Needs Survey (WINS)

The 2023 WINS was emailed to 845 communities and sanitary districts in June 2023. The survey was
completed by 583 (69%) communities by August 17, 2023. Communities that completed the survey
identified 585 projects. The list of all projects reported in the 2023 WINS are provided in Appendix 1.

The State Fiscal Year 2024 Project Priority List September 2023

The Clean Water Project Priority List (PPL) is a ranked list of sewer and wastewater treatment
construction projects and stormwater projects proposed by communities and sanitary districts seeking
financial assistance. Annually, the MPCA creates the PPL by scoring and ranking project proposals
according to criteria defined by Minn. R. ch. 7077. The PPL is then used by the Public Facilities Authority
(PFA) to award grants and low-interest loans and supplemental affordability or pollutant-based grants to
the highest priority projects. The State Fiscal Year (SFY) 2024 PPL is included as Appendix 2 of this
Report. For information regarding PFA grants and loans, see https://mn.gov/deed/pfa/.

It should be noted that 216 projects were identified on the 2023 PPL did not appear to be reported in
the 2023 WINS. The majority of these projects were proposed by communities that do not have a
NPDES/SDS permit therefore not sent WINS, or communities that did not respond to the survey. The PPL
projects used for this report can be found in Appendix 1.

State water quality standards

Minnesota Stat. § 115.03, subd. 9(4) requires this report list “...existing and proposed state water quality
standards which are more stringent than is necessary to comply with federal law, either because the
standard has no applicable federal water quality criteria, or because the standard is more stringent than
the applicable federal water quality criteria.” While the federal Clean Water Act (CWA) establishes the
requirements to develop and implement standards and the procedures for doing so, the adoption of
water quality standards that are developed to protect Minnesota’s waters is the responsibility of the
state.

In January 2023, Minnesota adopted six site specific criteria for per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances
(PFAS).! Parameters include PFOS, PFOA, PFHxA, PFBA, PFHxS, and PFBS, and they apply to select lake
and river reaches in the Twin Cities Metropolitan Area, most notably Pool Il of the Mississippi River.
Criteria were developed using methods in state water quality standards rules (Minn. R. 7050.0217). The
need for new PFAS effluent limits will be evaluated for permits upon reissuance.

In July 2023, the MPCA began evaluating the need for new sulfate effluent limits to protect for wild rice.
The wild rice sulfate standard was developed in 1973. Methods for evaluating effluent limits were
developed in early 2023, following the inclusion of wild rice waters on the 2022 impaired waters list.

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Limits will appear in some upcoming permits located upstream of wild rice waters where the effluent
concentration exceeds the applicable standards (10 mg/L sulfate). It is also anticipated that many of
these upcoming permits will require a variance or schedule of compliance if the treatment alternative is
infeasible or time is required for construction, respectively.

Basics of wastewater and wastewater treatment

Wastewater treatment processes range from relatively simple (stabilization ponds) to very complex
(activated sludge treatment facilities), but all require careful operation and management to ensure the
protection of the receiving water. The wastewater treatment process first screens out debris and
separates suspended solids and greases from the wastewater. One or more biological treatment
processes are then used to remove dissolved organic matter from wastewater. Together this series of
processes is referred to as secondary treatment. Depending on the need to address specific pollutants
or improve conditions in receiving waters, advanced treatment may also be required. Advanced
treatment typically focuses on one pollutant, such as phosphorous.

Infrastructure costs: capital costs, operation, and maintenance costs

While this report focuses on future capital costs, publicly owned wastewater treatment and sewer
systems are subject to both capital costs and operation and maintenance costs.
Capital cost increases result from one or more of the following factors:

e Infrastructure rehabilitation and replacement,

e Community growth requiring infrastructure expansion,

o Development of new systems to address wastewater collection and treatment in small
communities with wastewater treatment needs, and

e Treatment facility upgrades to meet more restrictive wastewater discharge standards.

Operation and maintenance cost increases are attributable to:
e Changes in operation and maintenance procedures resulting from capital changes,
e Expansion of treatment facility systems and processes,
e Sewer system expansion,
e Increases in costs for personnel, chemicals, and supplies, and
e Changes in operation and maintenance to achieve more restrictive discharge standards.

Capital projects are identified in the report as follows:

e Sewer System Projects; Projects involving the rehabilitation, construction and/or expansion of
existing sewer and interceptor systems and projects to correct infiltration and inflow and/or
combined sewer overflows. Infiltration and Inflow (I&l) is stormwater and groundwater that
enters sanitary sewers through leaks or through illegal connections. Combined Sewer Overflows
(CSOs) are discharge points in a sewer system that are utilized to release untreated wastewater
to surface waters when the combination of wastewater and stormwater exceeds the capacity of
wastewater treatment facilities.
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e Wastewater Treatment Projects; Construction, improvement, and expansion of treatment
facilities for the secondary and advanced treatment of wastewater to meet water quality
standards.

Wastewater infrastructure needs and capital costs

Minnesota’s communities identified a need for 801 wastewater infrastructure projects at a cost of
$6.48 billion? dollars. This section summarizes statewide wastewater infrastructure needs and the
resultant capital costs facing Minnesota communities and sanitary districts. The data is compiled from
the 2023 WINS and the 2024 PPL, which are included in Appendices 1 and 2.

Wastewater infrastructure project costs are divided between wastewater treatment projects, at 57%,
and sewer system projects, at 43%, as indicated in Chart 2.

The $3,675.61 million dollars needed for in wastewater treatment project costs, which include
rehabilitation, improvement, and expansion of wastewater treatment facilities, are needed primarily for
secondary treatment, at 81% of the total, than for advanced treatment3, as indicated in Chart 3:

2 The reported $6.48 billion ($6,484.83 million) of overall need of the 2024 Report compares to reported needs of previous
years (in millions) as follows: 2022 - $5,259.65; 2020 - $4,124.69; 2018 - $4,990.00; 2016 - $4,207.66; 2014 - $3,986.77; 2012 -
$3,658; 2010 - $4,340; 2008 - $4,526.57; 2006 - $3,483.59 and 2004 - $2,539.28. The large increase in cost from 2004 to 2008 is
thought to have been caused by an increase in the number of communities completing WINS and higher quality data.

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Of the $2,809.28 million dollars of sewer system projects to rehabilitate, improve, and expand sewer
and interceptor systems, costs are needed primarily for sewer rehabilitation (72%), with lesser need for
reducing infiltration and inflow (11%), new collection (9%), and new interceptors (7%), as indicated in
Chart 4:

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Residential sewer charges

Minnesota Stat. § 115.03, subd. 9(3) requires an estimate of the increase in sewer service rates to the
residents in the municipalities required to construct wastewater treatment upgrade and construction
projects to meet existing and proposed water quality standards and regulations. This cannot be directly
estimated based on the information available or gathered in the survey. To determine if sewer rates
were potentially impacted by wastewater treatment upgrade and construction projects completed to
meet existing and proposed water quality standards, MPCA compared sewer rates reported in 2021 to
those reported in 2023 for communities that reported completing a wastewater treatment plant project
in 2023. There were four communities that reported user rates with an increase of $10 or more per
month: Detroit Lakes, Houston, Lanesboro, and Montevideo. For Detroit Lakes and Houston, reported
household costs are greater than 1.4% of median household income (MHI) in these communities.

Responding to the 2023 WINS, 520 communities identified what they charged for sewer service for an
average or typical residential connection at an assumed volume of 5,000 gallons per month. Table 1
provides various statistical parameters for average monthly residential sewer charges in Greater
Minnesota and in the MCES Service Area. Greater Minnesota charges are reported by a series of
population ranges. The sewer charges of individual communities as reported in response to WINS and
used to create Table 1 are listed in Appendix 3.

Variability of residential sewer charges

The range of sewer charges collected by Minnesota communities is considerable. Orono, Morris, Clear
Lake, New Germany, and Birch Point Service District had the highest reported residential sewer charges
and each collected $150 or more monthly as compared to several communities that charge $10 or less
monthly.

Wastewater infrastructure needs, household costs,
and affordability

This section provides summary information on household costs and a comparative measure of
affordability of wastewater infrastructure projects, in accordance with Minn. Stat. § 115.03, subd. 9(3).

Currently, the cost of infrastructure upgrades and ongoing operation and maintenance are the
responsibility of the communities and their rate payers. As a result, less populous communities
frequently struggle to afford wastewater infrastructure and treatment — they lack the economies of
scale that help keep costs down in cities with large populations. The PFA uses 1.4% of MHI as a
wastewater costs affordability index for Minnesota communities.

Chart 5 shows the number of communities in each population group that reported household costs
greater than 1.4% of MHI. Costs are based on annual average residential sewer services charges, which
encompass a community’s infrastructure project costs and annual operation and maintenance costs.
Household costs are presented as a percentage of annual MHI (2015 American Community Survey
[ACS]). Sanitary sewer districts and other communities not listed in the 2015 ACS were not included in
this analysis.

As indicated, smaller communities are more often above the affordability index than larger
communities. Of the 507 communities that provided sewer rate data, 30% (84 out of 280) of
communities with populations less than 1,500 reported rates above the affordability index in
comparison to 20% (45 out of 227) being above the affordability index for communities with populations
greater than 1,500. The sewer charges of individual communities as reported in response to WINS and
used to create Chart 5 are listed in Appendix 3.
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Chart 5: Number of communities with wastewater costs greater than 1.4% of MHI, according to population
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Asset Management Plans and climate resiliency

Asset management planning is one means of better recognizing and managing future needs. Asset
management planning involves carefully maintaining, monitoring, and systematically replacing system
components to gain the efficiencies of maximum useful life. Smaller communities are less likely to have
the resources required to have a robust Asset Management Plan. Of the 583 communities that
submitted WINS, 247 (42%) reported that they have an Asset Management Plan.

Questions were added to the 2023 WINS to assess measures Minnesota communities have implemented
to prepare for climate change and increased wet weather events. Only 9% reported that they had used
climate projections to identify and plan for future hazards, including more extreme weather events. Of
the communities that responded that they had not or did not know if they had used climate projections
to identify and plan for future hazards, 28% said they were interested in doing so. Figure 1 shows the
location of Minnesota communities that experience wet weather-related releases in comparison to who
has a completed climate resiliency plan. There are a significant number of communities that experience
wet weather-related releases and do not have a climate resilience plan completed. This indicates a large

need to support future community efforts in developing climate resilience assessments, planning, and
implementation.
